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Mission:  To ensure that students and staff are effective users of ideas and information; to create lifelong learners; to stimulate a fervor and enthusiasm for reading and gaining information.

General:

The Media Center is open each day 6:50am-3pm.  Students attend Media classes weekly, but they can also visit the Media Center to renew, return or check out books on passes—before and during the school day.   Books are due one week from check out date but can be renewed.  Accelerated Reader books are shelved among the rest of the collection.  Each book is indicated by a large light blue dot.  The level is indicated by the small dot in the center.  Book Fairs are held twice each year, giving students and families opportunities to develop their own personal libraries.  Here are a few other items you might want to know.
1. Students in grades K-2 may check out one book at a time.  Students in grade 2 will begin checking out two books sometime after the Winter break.
2. Students in grades 3-5 may check out two books at a time (the Media Specialist may allow more if a research project requires more sources).
3. Students are expected to return their own books as they enter the Media Center unless other arrangements have been made through the Teacher and Media Specialist.

4. Students are expected to pay for lost or damaged materials.  Community service projects are available if a student can not pay.
5. Students who have a book they have not returned may check out a paperback (only one per student).
6. Students are welcome to come for quiet reading or checkout before school and after school with a pass (through ASEP or with parental permission).  Contact the Media Specialist for more information.
7. Students are expected to take care of borrowed books and materials.  They should keep library books in their bookbags when they are at home and at daycare.  

8. Kindergarten classes will begin checkout after the first nine weeks.  These students should return the permission form to check out books.
9. Students may not check out videos or audio materials.

10. Students will receive overdue notices once every three weeks to take home.  

11. Students should not lend books to friends or take library books that are not checked out to them personally.
